Approval of Minutes

External Election Service For Trustee Elections
Mr. Schott reported at the 2007 Strategic Planning Retreat, the Board expressed interest in contracting with an outside election service to conduct the Pension Fund’s Trustee elections.  Mr. Schott then presented the Committee with a proposal submitted by VR Election Services. Mr. Karl Koelker, Election Director for VR Election Services was present at the meeting to review the proposal and answer any questions the Committee had.  The projected cost of the service is $5,750.00 excluding postage.
After some discussion, Mr. Moczygemba made a motion to recommend to the full Board, approval to hire the firm to conduct the upcoming election.  The motion carried.
Potential Impact of City Increasing Entry Age for Firefighters
Fire Chief Charles Hood and Chief Noel Horan were present to request support of changing the entry age for firefighters from 35 years to 38 years. Fire Department representatives stated this would increase the adversity of the department.
After a lengthy discussion, Mr. Moczygemba made a motion to take to the full Board, the fire department’s legislation for discussion and action on issuing a letter to the department.   The motion carried.
